Psalm 15

· Don’t Add – Don’t Subtract

· Saved by faith alone, but not by a faith that is alone.

· Jesus Christ changes lives. The Gospel changes lives.

· What does a changed life look like? One example in Psalm 15.

1st: Character – morally well rounded and grounded.

2nd: Speech – truth and trustworthiness and no gossip.

3rd: Conduct – treat people with respect.

4th: Values – seek to be a model for others. 

5th: Integrity – keeping promises. 

6th: Use of Money – People before money. 

· These are the things that please God.

· Sit at the feet of Christ. (Luke 10:38-42)

1st: see your sin.

2nd: find grace

3rd: live a new life. 

· Promise: “Never be shaken.”
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
