Matthew 10:26-31

Introduction:  A Survey. Considering what is going on in our country right now, are you a(n):


1.) eternal optimist-in the next three to five years things are going to get much, 



much better. 


2.) a bit of an optimist – in the next three to five years things are going to get a 



little better. 


3.) a bit of a pessimist – you think things are pretty bad and in the next three to



five years things are going to get a little worse.


4.) a doomsday cataclysmist – you think things are pretty bad, when you look 



ahead you see catastrophe and apocalyptic circumstances. Things are 



going to get much, much worse. 

· What are your greatest fears?

· Jesus tells us that we are to fear God first and foremost and not to fear people or circumstances or the future. 

· Why are we to fear God and not people?

1st: There is a day of judgment. (vv. 26-27)

2nd: People can kill the body; God can punish both body and soul. 

3rd: God orders everything.

· How are we to respond?

1st: Desire for holy living. 

2nd: Eternal perspective.

3rd: Trust.
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
