UPDATE FROM THE HARRISON’S:  Dear Family and Friends, We praise God for our 
  safe arrival into Bahrain.  We had two on-time flights, all of our luggage arrived with us 
  intact, and we were welcomed warmly by Pastor Dick Westra, his wife Maja, and several 
  Board members.  We are getting situated into our apartment, trying to get organized, and so 
  forth.  It is HOT here - - around 100 degrees in the afternoon and down to 85-90 at night, and 
  very, very bright!  Sunglasses outside all the time.  We are told the hottest time is July and 
  August (that this is nothing, heat-wise)... Not surprisingly, I (Jim) am adjusting to the heat 
  just fine, but do pray that the rest of the family will adjust in time to this HOT climate. 

  Yesterday, I was asked to preach in place of the American Mission Hospital Chaplain whose 
  wife had sudden emergency surgery in India.  So I am jumping right into the ministry.  I 
  preached a message to a Nepali congregation that is part of the NEC.  Our family is well, 
  other than the usual case of jet-lag (nights feel like days, days feel like night).  We are now 
  trying hard to set up some wireless internet, but having quite a challenge with it.  Pray that we 
  will get this figured out and set up soon so that we can be reconnected to the rest of the world.
